Is sometimes called, produced an extensive
series of attractive Canadian FDCs. They can
often be recognized by tli&anecdogo printed
on the rear of the envelopes.

For some unknown reason not all tbeneco
cachets contain the printed logo. Several cachets
from the 1950s can be found with and without
the logo.

The Montreal based Canada Envelope Company
was founded in 1874. In 1954, while under the
ownership of the Thompson family, a FDC
program was initiated. The program was
intended as a promotional strategy and the
covers were mailed out via a clients list The list
included customers whose names were
submitted by sales reps and employees who
requested to be included. For the employees,
permission was obtained from the General
Manager who was aptly named Mr. Christmas!

Despite the coverso
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it is clear that significant numbers were also
made available for the general FDC collector.
Many covers, some unaddressed, have been
found with unofficial cancellations from post

offices across the counti@anecacovers sent

out through the company program carry
official Ottawa cancellations, contain an
information stuffer and are always addressed.
The extent and dur at.
distribution is not known but certainfyaneco
covers were available in a number of cities.

The program spanned some twenty
years during a period when interest in
Canadian first day covers was at an all time
high. The earliest known cover was prepared
in late 1954 for Sc. 349/350 and the last for
Sc. 611, released in early 1973. The cachets
and enclosures for the earliest and latest
Canecacachets are show in Figures 2 through
